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he geographical position of a

country or a state goes a long way in
impacting the course of historical events
and also its economic development. It
also influences the outlook of its citizens
and their behaviour. Madhya Pradesh
occupying geographically the central
position in the country is veritably the
heart of India.

Madhya Pradesh lies between latitude
of 2106'and 26054'N and longitude
740 and 82047'E. The State is bounded
by the Upper Gangetic plains in the
north, the Godavari valley in the south,
the plains of Gujarat in the west, and
plateau of Bundelkhand & Chhattisgarh
in the east. The State is traversed by the
Vindhya, Satpura and Maikal hill ranges
running from east to west. The highest
point is at Dhupgarh (1350 meter) near
Pachmarhi in Hoshangabad district.
Most of the State has an elevation of
between 305 to 610 m above MSL.
In general, the State stretches across
a geographically elevated position.
Based on its topography, the state can
be divided into the following natural
regions:-

» The Plateau of Malwa : Western

Region of Madhya Pradesh.

D The Plateau of Central India : Lower
basin of Chambal river.

D The Plateau of Bundelkhand : It lies
to the east of the Central India Plateau
and in northeast surrounded by the
Rewa — Panna plateau.

» The Plateau of Rewa and Panna : This
is also known as Vindhyan plateau.

» The Narmada-Sone Valley : It is
drained by the Narmada and Sone
rivers.

» The Satpura and Maikal Region :
The region is drained by Tawa, Johila,
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Denwa, Wainganga and Vardhan rivers.

D The Eastern Plateau : It is called
Baghelkhand Plateau in Sidhi district.

Madhya Pradesh is inhabited by 46
tribes, the largest number of tribes in
India. The following Main tribes of M.P.
are Bhil Tribe — Largest Tribe of M.P.,
Gond Tribe — Second Largest Tribe of
M.P. (India's Largest), Baiga Tribe- Third
largest Tribe of M.P., Kol Tribe- Main
Tribe of Austric Race, Saharia Tribe-
Declared Special Backward Tribe of
M.P., Korku Tribe — Branch of Munda or
Kolerian Race, Bharia Tribe — Extremely
Backward tribe and Agaria Tribe — Most
Primitive Tribe of M.P. thus considered
special backward Tribe.

Of the total workforce, 69.8% workers

were dependent on agriculture
{cultivators (31.18%) and agricultural
labourers (38.62%)}. Skills of marginal
workers need to be improved in
the State to generate sustainable
employment opportunities.MP  has
higher percentage of rural population
dependent on agriculture (85.6%)
as compared to 72.3% in rural India,
with female cultivators and female
agricultural labourers higher at 38%
and 52.7%.

The State is home to several premier
national institutes like AIIMS, IIT, [IM,
NIFT, NID, NLIU, IIITM and CIPET. Also,
it is home to 45 Universities including
Central, State and Private universities.
Abundant Technical and Skilled
Manpower is available in the state to
support the industries.

Tourism in Madhya Pradesh has been
an attraction of India because of its
location in the centre of the country. It
has been home to the cultural heritage
of Hinduism, Buddhism, Jainism etc.
Innumerable monuments, exquisitely
carved temples, stupas, forts & palaces
are dotted all over the state. Madhya
Pradesh has won Best Tourism State
National award for 3 consecutive years

i.e. 2017, 2016 and 2015.

MadhyaPradeshisalsorichincultureand
tourism. Tourism sites like Khajuraho,
Bhimbaithika and Sanchi have been
recognized as world heritage centers.
Kanha, Bandhavgarh, Pench, Panna
and Shivpuri are famous tiger reserves
and have various other animals, also.
Pachmarhi, Amarkantak and Tamia are
some other major tourism destinations
of the State. Tourism department has
also taken initiative to promote tourism
using various islands in the state like
Hanuwantiya, Madhya Dweep and
Sailani islands.

National Parks - The Nature

Madhya Pradesh is home to several
National Parks viz. Bandhavgarh, Kanha,
Satpura, Sanjay, Madhav, Van Vihar
national parks including Mandla Plant
Fossils National Park, Panna National
Park, Pench National Park and National
Chambal Sanctuary.

There are 10 national parks and 25
wildlife sanctuaries in Madhya Pradesh.
Apart from tiger, the national parks
in Madhya Pradesh have animals like
Leopard, Gaur, Chital, Sambar, Nilgai,
Chinkara, Barking Deer, Barasingha,
Samber Deer, Wild Boar, Monkey,
Peacock, etc.

The Natural Preserves

There are also a number of nature
preserves, including Pachmarhi,
Amarkantak, Bagh Caves, Bhedaghat,
Bori Wildlife Sanctuary, Kuno-Palpur
Wildlife Sanctuary, Narwar, Chambal
and Narsinghgarh.

THE HISTORICAL & RELIGIOUS PLACES
UJJAIN

One of Hinduism's seven sacred cities,
Ujjain boasts a wealth of cultural
heritage, largely in the form of temples.
Situated on the banks of the Shipra
River, the city dates back to 600 BC and
was once the residence of Ashoka. It



was also the political and commercial
hub of central India and the capital of
the ancient Avanti Kingdom. Ujjain's
spiritual charm is undeniable. The
famous poet, Kalidas, described it as
'The town fallen from Heaven to bring
Heaven to Earth'. The many temples
give you glimpses of a glorious past.

AMARKANTAK

Situated at an altitude of 1000 m,
Amarkantak is a well frequented Hindu
pilgrimages enter that is popularly
known as 'Teerthraj' - 'the king of
pilgrimages'. The Amarkantak region
has a rich natural heritage. It is the
meeting point of the Vindhya and the
Satpura Ranges, with the Maikal Hills
being the fulcrum. Three rivers - the
holy Narmada, the Sone and the Johila
- emerge here. The forests surrounding
Amarkantak have a rich variety of
plants with medicinal properties, which
make it extremely significant from an
ecological point of view.

OMKARESHWAR

It can only be termed as a blessing,
by Lords and mother nature, that
Omkareshwar, the sacred island, is
shaped like Om - the holiest symbol
of Hinduism. Not surprising then that
this serene town is also one of the 12
Jyotirlinga shrines in India. Pilgrims in
unimaginable numbers visit the shrine
every year, seeking the blessings of Lord
Shiva.

Omkareshwar is adorned with lofty
hills, between which the river Narmada
forms a serene pool. Above this pool
runs a cantilever type bridge which
further enhances the scenic beauty of
this island.

KHAJURAHO

Khajuraho is one of the most popular
tourist spots in Madhya Pradesh. It is
famous for its ancient temples that
depict some of the finest art in the
world.

Built between 950-1050 AD by the
Chandela Dynasty, these temples depict
various forms like meditation, spiritual
teachings, kinship, wrestling, royalty
and most significantly, erotic art. The
temples consist of stunning displays

of fine sculptures and exceptional
architectural skill, making them one of
the UNESCO World Heritage Sites in
India.

Based on their geographical location,
the temples are categorised into three
groups: Eastern, Western and Southern.
Beautiful, intricate and expressive, the
sculptures of the Khajuraho temples
will leave you in awe and wonder.

SANCHI

The town of Sanchi is synonymous
with Buddhist Stupas - hemispherical
structures typically containing relics
of the Buddha or his followers. The
Stupas of Sanchi were constructed
on the orders of Emperor Ashoka to
preserve and spread the Buddhist
philosophy. Sanchi has been protecting
these beautiful and sacred architectural
wonders, just the way these wonders
have been safeguarding ancient history
and art of the Mauryan period.

The numerous stupas, temples,
monasteries and an Ashokan pillar have
been the focus of interest and awe
for global audiences as well. In fact,
UNESCO has given the status of 'World
Heritage Site' to the Mahastupa.

PANCHMARHI

Situated at 1100 m, Pachmarhi,
popularly known as 'Satpura ki Rani'
(Queen of Satpura), sits beautifully,
embellished by nature and history,
amidst the Satpura range. Legend says
the Pandava brothers visited Pachmarhi
during their exile.This beautiful region
in the hills was discovered by Captain
James Forsyth in 1857. This most
popular hill station of Madhya Pradesh
is a treasure with ancient caves of the
Buddhist era residing in harmony with
serene waterfalls.

The state is leader in textile manufa-
cturing, automobiles, food processing,
engineering and agriculture equipment
manufacturing. The peaceful
manpower of the State is an added
advantage for industrial development.
All the above mentioned factors pave
the way for Madhya Pradesh to become
a developed state.

Madhya Pradesh government has

worked diligently over the past decade
to develop the state as an industrial
hub and promote it as a potential
investment destination.

The state government has made an
investment of more than $15.4 billion
in support infrastructure in the last five
years. Over the last decade Madhya
Pradesh has witnessed a radical
transformation in terms of economic
and social development.

D Pithampur (Indore)-Madhya Pradesh
has India's first green-field SEZ in
Pithampur which covers total area of
1,114 hectares and is located 35 km
from the city of Indore. A total of 50
industrial units have been established
in Pithampur. Total investment made
in Pithampur SEZ is approximately Rs
41,900 million, export business done
till last year from the SEZ was appro-
ximately Rs 123,000 million and total
employment generated is around
16,000.

D Apart from Pithampur SEZ state has 4
IT SEZ, one Government's Crystal IT Park
in Indore and three private operated
SEZs - Infosys, TCS and Impetus, all in
Indore. One more multi-purpose SEZ is
proposed in Chhindwara.

Infrastructure Development

Madhya Pradesh government has
worked diligently to make investments
for improvement of industrial infras-
tructure in the state. This has resulted
in development of industrial corridors
such as Bhopal-Indore, Bhopal-Bina,
Jabalpur-Katni-Satni-Singrauli, Morena-
Gwalior- Shivpuri-Guna and various
sector specific parks in the state.
Some of the major infrastructure
development projects under taken by
government are Japanese Industrial
Township, Pithampur, SEFEAN Industrial
Township, Pithampur, Plastic Park in
Tamot and Gwalior, Industrial Areas in
Kiratpur, Mohasa, Shivpuri and Sitapur,
Vikram Udyogpuri, Ujjain and Smart
Industrial Park, Padora, Shivpuri. uuu

Pradesh emerges the exquisite
Bamboo and Cane art work. The tribal
communities of Gond, Baiga and Korku
render such deft artisans that transform
the abundantly available Bamboo and
Cane (mainly in regions of Shahdol,
Balaghat, Mandla and Seoni.) into
functional artefacts such as Agricultural
implements, Fishing Traps, Baskets and
many more such viable work.

Carpets : Art That Will Sweep You Off
Your Feet

Ever since the Mughals bequeathed
their carpet making skills to the artisans
of Gwalior, these carpets have become
the voice of the rural craftsmen. The
immaculate weaves and the bright
colours take you into the astounding
world of beautiful patterns and intricate
designs that no art lover would dare to
miss. This beautiful blend can be found
in Gwalior, Shahdol and Mandla.

Durries : Pamper Your Floors

The flat carpets woven with thick
Cotton are cardinal accessories to a
Central Indian household. These hail
from the rural homes of Sironj, Jhabua,
Rajgarh and Jabalpur manufactured by
the nimble hands of the rural women.
Available in an array of different motifs
from Floral to Human these Durries
appeal to the pragmatic appearance of
a household.
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Folk Paintings : Heritage Oozing From
The Fingertips

The Infamous Folk Paintings of Madhya
Pradesh portray the Pre Historic
times with all of its social and cultural
idiosyncrasies. One finds a myriad of
techniques moving from one region
to the other. For example the Chiteras
of Bundelkhand etch their artwork
through their bare fingers whereas
Mandana are exquisite wall and floor
paintings prevalent in the Malwa,
Nimar and Tanwargarh regions, and
the Bhilala tribals paint Myths in their
infamous Pithora paintings.

Metal Craft : Beacon Of Prosperity And
Skill

The Unigue Metal craft of Madhya
Pradesh leaves a mark on every
onlooker's conscience. The skilled
craftsmen seem to have put life in the
deftly created artwork. Creative designs
are curved into metals and shaped
into figurines, ornamental boxes and
decorative statuettes.

Bundelkhand Region,  Tikamgarh
Districts, Rajgarh and Sarguja are
major center for metal work in Madhya
Pradesh.

Ornament Craft : A Bond With Nature

If you have laid eyes on a tribal girl then
you are familiar with the immense joy
and the spirit of merriment it kindles in
a person even if you aren't the one who
has been adorned with those gorgeous

beaded necklaces, huge ear droplets,
blingy nose rings along with heavy
metallic bangles in arms and feet. The
ornaments are intricately designed and
made out of sheer love for different
textures and colours.

You can find these ornaments : a
combination of ingenious artwork and
natural raw material such as straw
and wax in the regions of Tikamgarh,
Sheopur-Kalan, Jhabua, and Malwa and
Nimar.

Paper Mache : From Scrap To Ingenuity

The Infamous Paper Mache craft form
manifests itself from the cities of Ujjain,
Gwalior, Bhopal and Ratlam of Madhya
Pradesh. The Simple yet Fascinating art
form dates back to the ancient times
and brings to life dissimilar kinds of very
well crafted birds with the artisans using
natural colours and Mache to create
immaculate replicas of living birds.

Terracotta : Shades Of Baked Earth

Away from the muddling of the modern
civilization, the potteries modelled by
the craftsmen of Bastar are striking
and favoured by the stark contrast of
simplicity and a realisation of the deep
values of life by the rural folk. The
splendid Terracotta works mark the
very initial attempts of artisanship by
the human civilization. These articles
vary in colours and figures available in
Pink, Brown, Red to Light and Dark Grey
and the figures shaped into animals

Bundelkhand and Rajgarh are
the famed regions for manufacturing of
these ceramic crafts.

Textile Weaving And Printing : Culture
Woven Into Threads

Madhya Pradesh has been a reigning
manufacturer of Textile weaving ever
since Seventh Century BC to Second
Century BC. The rich culture of the state
flows in its delicate yet royal variety of
weaves like the celebrated Chanderi,
Maheshwari and the Kosa Silk. The
Chanderi is prominently woven in the
Guna district, consists of intricately
woven borders and fine motifs,
The Maheshwari saris are woven in
Maheshwar which lies on the banks
of Narmada River and the beautiful
weaves are mainly characterised by
its simplicity weaved on Cotton and
Silk fabrics. Tussar silk also known as
Kosa silk are woven by the Devangan
Community of Madhya Pradesh. The
major weaving centres lie in Rajgarh and
Champa districts of Madhya Pradesh.

If we talk about printing, Batik is a
process in which the fabric is painted
with molten wax and then dyed in cold
dyes. You can also find dress material,
bed sheets, lungis and duppattas in
Madhya Pradesh apart from saris. There
are numerous designs and colours
available in Batik and they are famous
for their contrast colour schemes.
Bhairavgarh became the hub of Batik
printing in Madhya Pradesh, when
craftsmen from Gujarat and Rajasthan
migrated here during the reign of the
Mughals, around 400 years ago. Batik
is done on a large scale in Indore and
Bherongarh.

Another fascinating print is the
traditional Hand Block Print or Bagh
Print which derives its name from the
place where it is manufactured, Bagh,
Madhya Pradesh. Bagh uses natural
colours and generally has attractive
geometric and floral compositions and
motifs.

Zari Work : Grandeur Of The Heart Of
India

The capital city of Madhya Pradesh is
not only famous for its rich legacy of

Arts and Craft but also for its intricate
craftsmanship of the Zari Work. The
artisanship has been prevalent for over
Three Hundred Years and inherits the
same exquisite charm and grandeur of
the glorious days of the emperors who
proved to be the patrons of Art and
Architecture in the region.

Apart from Bhopal the art is widely
practised in Gwalior and Indore.

Tie And Die
Tradition

Ingrained Hues Of

The art of tying and dyeing of fabric
is known as Bandhani or Bandhej
in Madhya Pradesh. This delicate
technique represents the earliest forms
of designing and patterning. Parts of
the fabric are tied with thread or twined
into minute knots and then dipped into
dye. The popular motifs include the
dotted pattern that is created by chains
of grain on the body of the fabric with
detailed designs on the borders. Birds,
flowers, several shapes are popular
motifs.

Mandsaur produces excellent Bandhej.
Tarapur and Umedpura are the main
centres whereas Bhairongarh near
Ujjain is a smaller centre. Skilled
craftsmen of Indore and Ujjain are also
producing exquisite samples of Tie and
dye. Pillya, a woman's upper garment
is made in the Bandhani style and is a
specialty of Jawad.

Stone Carving : Testimony Of Masonic
Brilliance

One of the oldest forms of art and
crafts of Madhya Pradesh, meticulously
done Stone carving can be prominently
seen almost all throughout the state.
Spectacular monuments in Gwalior
and Orchha, erotic stone sculptures
of Khajuraho and Vidisha's rock-cut
temples, every region of this state has
got its distinct and unique style. The
old structures prove the prevalence
of stone carvings during the historical
times. The region of Bastar creates
memorial stone pillars as well as
statues of gods and goddesses of the
tribal communities. Jaal work is the
specialty of Gwalior whereas; Jabalpur

and Tikamgarh specialize in decorative
pieces of work like human statues and
animals.

Stuffed Toys : Dexterity Packed In Skin

The stuffed toys in Madhya Pradesh are
skilfully crafted with much expertise
and perfection. This art form is usually
practiced in a hereditary way. These
well crafted, leather made- wild horses,
camels, tigers etc. can be easily found
in the large emporiums in the state.
You can find this form of art majorly
prevalent in the commercial capital of
the state, Indore.

Jute Work : Tantalizing Fibres

The natural colour and course texture
of Jute maintains its unique identity
and charm .From decorative items like
baskets, table mats, hanging lamps
and flower vases to functional items
such as hammocks, swings, purses and
footwear; Jute solves all the purposes.
As it is the second cheapest textile
fibre, it is widely used for packaging
agricultural and industrial products.
Major jute work is prevalent in places
like Bhopal, Gwalior, Indore and Raipur.

Wood Craft : Glory Sculpted In Timber

The beautiful works of woodcraft can
predominantly be noticed in various
parts of the wood art in architecture.
It is a traditional art form of the state.
It truly exhibits a person's ingenuity
and efficiency when you see them
transforming a simple log of wood
into an extraordinary object of art.
The intricately embellished wooden
ceilings, doors and the meticulously
carved motifs and patterns are worth
noticing.

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he state of Madhya Pradesh located

in the central part of the country
is mostly inhabited by different tribal
communities. Apart from them, the
state's population mainly comprises
of people belonging to the religions
of Hindu, Muslims, Jains and Parsis.
Among them, Hindus form the majority.

Some of the most popular tribal
groups residing in the state are Baigas,
Bhilals, Bhils, Gonds, Halba, Kamaras,
Kols, Korkens, Murias, Oraons and
Sahariya. Among these tribes, Bhils
are said to be a group of hunters and
warriors. Most of the Oraons have
converted to the religion of Christianity.
Though they used to be seminomads
in the earlier ages, but now almost
everyone has settled down with their
chosen occupation. In order to earn
livelihood, they involve themselves
in varied activities. Agriculture is the
main occupation of the Panikas and
the Khaiwas. The amalgamation of
the varied tradition of the different
groups has made the culture of the
state vibrant and multi-dimensional. Be
it music and dance or art and craft the
state has it all.

This state is said to have the highest
flavours of culture and tradition. The
culture there, mainly, is a harmonious
blend of Buddhists, Christians, Hindus,
Jains, Muslims and Sikhs along with the
varied tribal groups. Influenced by tribal
culture, the different socio-cultural
activities portray the lifestyle as well as
the rich tradition of the place.
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The vyearly calendar of the state of
Madhya Pradesh is featured with
innumerable fairs and festivals. These
events portray the vibrant culture
and enthusiasm of the people of the
state. The state celebrates festivals
originating from mythology, festivals to
mark a particular season, festivals held
in memory of a local God or a native
hero. Some of these festivals even take
the art and culture of the tribes up to
the national market. During festive
seasons, most of the populations of
the Madhya Pradesh dress in colourful
native attire along with paradigmatic
ornaments. Music and the folk songs
have contributed a lot towards the
distinctive culture of the state. The
most famous music of the people is
the Relo folk song of Maria and Muria
tribes and it is usually sung at the time
of departing of the dear ones and these
are popularly known as Leha song,
very common in the Jagdalpur region
of Madhya Pradesh. Dhankul songs
and chait Parah are also popular in the
state. Flute and harmonium are used
extensively by the musicians. Dance
plays a prominent role among the tribal
population like Lota and Phag. At the
time of wedding a special dance known
as Gaur is performed by the people.
The people are also known for their stilt
dance. Another notable feature adding
to the culture of the people is their art
work which is of unique charm and also
proves how hardworking the craftsmen
are.

The customs and traditions of the
people of Madhya Pradesh vary to a

great extent from the people of other
states. Ghotul is a custom followed by
the young boys and girls of the Muria
tribe. This custom is mainly followed
by the unmarried boys and girls where
they all gather in a particular place after
sunset. This place has a group of huts
where various activities like teaching
of moral values, good conduct and
discipline takes place. This custom of
Ghotul has helped the people of Muria
tribe to be shaped into morally good
person However, most commonly the
people of Madhya Pradesh follow the
traditional customs similar to that of
the Hindu rituals. Every year there is a
fair cum festival known as Bhagoria in
which people are allowed to chose their
spouse. After, choosing their spouse
and if both the boy and girl are willing
to get married then they elope from the
house and when they come back, they
are accepted as husband and wife.

Dhoti forms the traditional costume
of the men folk and the headgear or
the turban popularly known as Safa is
a distinct feature of the men. Safa or
the head cloth is generally prevalent
in the eastern region and the Pega or
the turban is preferred by the people
living in the western parts of the state.
In addition, the men's attire is also
constituted by a white or black jacket
called Bandi or Mirzai usually worn by
men living in Budelkhand and Malwa.
The myriad colours of this traditional
costume gives the men a radiant and
dignified appearance. Tribal men are
usually seeninalangot when they are at



work but during any public appearance

or on occasions they are seen with

short-sized Dhotis. Lehenga and Choli ***'

along with an additional strip of cloth
called Orni or Lugra which is worn
around the head and shoulders forms
the most common attire of the women.
But Sarees also are common among
the ladies due to modernization. They
also adorn themselves with traditional
ornaments.

Wheat, Jowar and maize form the most
staple food of the people of Madhya
Pradesh. Vegetables and protein rich
lentils like arhar Dal is a must in their
daily meal. Wheat cakes popularly
known as bafla is a traditional food of
the people where they dip it in ghee
and eat with peppery lentil broth. The
people of Madhya Pradesh have sweet
tooth which is very clearly reflected
in their food habits. Popular sweet
delicacies are Jalebi, Kusli and cashew
burfi. A meal is not full for them without
desserts and traditional mithais. Heavy
meals are also accompanied by fruits
like Mangoes, Watermelons, Custard,
Apples, Bananas, Papayas and Guavas.
The people living in the wetter south
and east prefer Rice and Fish. The
people of Bhopal are generally known
for their spicy dishes made of meat and
fish like Rogan Josh, Korma, Keema,
Biryani Pilaf and Kababs.

Agriculture and cattle farming are the
main occupations of the people of
Madhya Pradesh. The major source of
income for the people comes from the
rearing of livestock. Apart from the main
agriculture practices livestock farming
is also a subsidiary occupation. Some of
the other commercial crops grown are
cotton, sugarcane and some oil seeds
like sesame. The people of Madhya
Pradesh also cultivate Jowar (Sorghum),
Rice, Wheat and some varieties of
coarse millets. However, most of the
Mdhaya Pradesh people lead an easy
and slow paced life. 2 2 2 2

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adhya Pradesh is not only famous

for its abundant natural beauty
with natural landscapes and waterfalls
and heritage sites, but also has many
religious places under its fold, to which
the people not only from India but also
from foreign countries visit to unravel
the mysteries that are in store in its fold.

MP has many temples and religious
places which have their own
importance; we shall try to give the
reader an overview of the same.

Omkareshwar in Madhya Pradesh is
a sacred island of Lord Shiva, called
Mandhata or Shivapuri, situated 78
km from Indore, on the banks of holy
Narmada River, very popular as it is one
of the 12 Jyotirlingas in the country
which are considered very sacred by
the Hindus.

Here Mamaleshwar Temple is the
actual place where devotees can find
Jyotirlinga. The eternal god, Lord Shiva
is being worshiped most in Hinduism,
known to be a God of destruction. The
island got a shape of “OM' by the two
lofty hills, divided by a valleys, 'OM'
which is a sacred Hindu symbol, also
known to be a sound which given the
birth to this whole universe and living
being.
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Religious Hue of

There are many names & tags that he
owns, one of them regarding him as
the 'Lord of Death', the one who has
the control over birth and death, which
is why he is most adorable amongst
Hinduism, he rules over whole universe,
giving 'Moksha' to Living being. Millions
of visitors around the world come here
at Mahashivaratri.

Mahakaleshwar Jyotirlinga is a Hindu
temple dedicated to Lord Shiva and one
of the twelve Jyotirlingas, shrines which
are said to be the most sacred abodes
of Lord Shiva. It is located in the ancient
city of Ujjain. The temple is situated on
the side of the Rudra Sagar lake. The
presiding deity, Lord Shiva in the lingam
form is believed to be Swayambhu,
deriving currents of power (Shakti) from
within itself as against the other images
and lingams that are ritually established
and invested with mantra-shak.

The idol of Mahakaleshwar is known
to be dakshinamukhi, which means
that it is facing the south. This is a
unique feature, upheld by the tantric
shivnetra tradition to be found only
in  Mahakaleshwar among the 12
Jyotirlingas. The idol of Omkareshwar
Mahadev is consecrated in the sanctum
above the Mahakal shrine. The images
of Ganesh, Parvati and Karttikeya are
installed in the west, north and east of
the sanctum sanctorum. To the south is

the image of Nandi, the vehicle of Lord
Shiva. The idol of Nagchandreshwar
on the third storey is open for darshan
only on the day of Nag Panchami. The
temple has five levels, one of which
is underground. The temple itself
is located in a spacious courtyard
surrounded by massive walls near a
lake. The shikhar or the spire is adorned
with sculptural finery. Brass lamps light
the way to the underground sanctum. It
is believed that prasada (holy offering)
offered here to the deity can be re-
offered unlike all other shrines.

The shrine is revered as one of the 18
Maha Shakti Peeth.

Shakti Peethas are shrines that are
believed to have enshrined with the
presence of Shakti due to the falling of
body parts of the corpse of Sati Devi,
when Lord Shiva carried it. Each of
the 51 Shakti peethas have shrines for
Shakti and Kalabhairava. The Upper Lip
of Sati Devi is said to have fallen here
and the Shakti is called as Mahakali.

Bhasma Aarti at Mahakaleshwar
One of the most important rituals of
Mahakaleshwar is Bhasma Aarti. The
temple opens in the morning at 4 AM
with a special aarti — the one of its
kind Bhasma Aarti — where the aarti is
performed with sacred ash — Bhasma.
Since ancient times, this bhasma used



to be the fresh and burning hot ash
from a funeral pyre, since Lord Shiva
is believed to live in and enjoy the
atmosphere of a cremation ground.
However, now, the temple has changed
its ways in keeping with modern times
and the aarti is now performed with
bhasma made with cow dung, what
we call Vibhooti. Anyone who wishes
to participate in the Bhasmarti has to
book in advance, which can be done
online also from various websites.

Chitrakoot Dham: Chitrakoot is a town
which lies in the historical Chitrakoot
region, which is divided between the
present-day Indian states of Madhya
Pradesh and Uttar Pradesh. The side
which is in Uttar Pradesh is called
Karwi whereas on the side of MP it is is
called Jankikund. People gather here on
each Amavasya. Somwati Amavasyas,
Deepawali, Sharad-Poornima, Makar
Sankrantiand Ramanavami are
special occasions for such gatherings
and celebrations. It attracts crowds
throughout the year including above
occasions and for Free Eye Hospital
Camps. Noted 'Ayurvedic' and 'Yoga'
centres like 'Arogyadham' are located
in Chitrakoot.

Chitrakoot's spiritual legacy stretches
back to legendary ages: It was in these
deep forests that Ram, Sita and his
brother Lakshman spent a few months
of their fourteen years of banishment;
the great sage Atri, Sati Anusuya,
Dattatreya, Maharshi Markandeya,
Valmiki and various other sages, seers,
devotees and thinkers meditated; and
here the principal trinity of the Hindu
pantheon, Brahma, Vishnu and Shiva,
took their incarnations.

Itis said that all the gods and goddesses
came to Chitrakoot when Rama
performed the Shraddha ceremony of
his father to partake of the shuddhi.

Ramghat

The ghats that line the Mandakini river
are called Ramghat. During the exile
period Rama, Lakshmana and Sita took
bath here and are believed to have
appeared before the poet Tulsidas.

Kamadgiri

Kamadgiri, the original hitrakuta, is a
place of prime religious significance. A
forested hill, itis skirted all along its base

by a chain of temples and is venerated
today as the holy embodiment of Rama.
Lord Rama is also known as Kamadnathji
which literally means fulfiller of all
wishes. There is a 5 km Parikrama Path
around the Kamadgiri Mountain.

Janaki Kund

Janaki Kund is situated upstream of the
Ramghat where it is believed that Sita
bathed in the crystal clear waters of
Mandakini river during the years of her
exile with Rama.

Sati Anasuya ashrama

Sati Anasuya ashrama is located further
upstream, 16 km from the town, set
amidst thick forests that round to the
melody of birdsong all day. It was here
that Atri muni, his wife Anasuya and
their three sons (who were the three
incarnations of Brahma, Vishnu and
Mahesh), lived and are said to have
meditated.

Gupt-Godavari:

Gupt-Godavari is situated at a distance
of 18 km from town. Here is a pair
of caves, one high and wide with an
entrance through which one can barely
pass, and the other long and narrow
with a stream of water running along
its base. It is believed that Rama and
Lakshmana held court in latter cave,
which has two natural throne-like rocks.

Maihar is a town with municipality in
Satna district. Maihar is known for the
temple of the revered mother goddess
Sharda situated on Trikuta hill.

Maa Sharda Devi Temple : Maihar
city is known for the Maa Sharda devi
temple (around of 502 A.D.), situated at
the top of Trikoota hill which is around
5 km from the railway station. There are
1063 steps to reach the top of the hill.
Along with stairs,there is ropeway for
convenience of the pilgrims developed
government authorities.

Gola Math Temple : This temple is
dedicated to Lord Shiva. This east facing
Pancharathi temple is built in Nagara
style and has been built during Kalchuri
period (10th — 11th century A.D.). It is
said that this temple was built in one
fortnight only.

Art Ichol: Developed recently in 2014,
this fantastic art work gallery is a must
visit in Maihar.

The Ram Raja Temple is a temple in
Orchha. It is a sacred Hindu pilgrimage
and receives devotees in large numbers
regularly and is also commonly known
as Orchha Temple. The annual domestic
tourist number is around 650,000 and
the foreign tourist number is around
25,000. The daily number of visitors to
the temple range from 1500 to 3000 and
on certain important Hindu festivals like
the Makar Sankranti, Vasant Panchami,
Shivratri, Ram Navami, Kartik Purnima
and Vivaha Panchami the number of
devotees who throng to Orchha range
in thousands. In India this is the only
temple where Lord Ram is worshiped as
a king and that too in a palace.

In the temple Raja Ram is accompanied
by Sita (on the left), brother Laxman
(on the right), Maharaj Sugreev and
Narsingh Bhagwan (on the right). Durga
Maa is also present in the darbaar
on the right side. Hanumaan ji and
Jamwant ji are praying just below Sita.
The speciality of this temple is that Lord
Ram has a sword in his right hand and a
shield in the other. Shri Ram is sitting in
Padmasan.

Sanchi Stupas: Sanchi is another place
in Madhya Pradesh which is about 48
kms from Bhopal which is a Budhist
complex famous for its great stupas
on a hilltop in Raisen district near
Bhopal, originally commissioned by
Samrat Ashoka in the 3rd Century
BC. The tourism department of MP
has developed greenery around the
structure and the complex is kept clean
and immaculate.

There are other famous monuments,
temples, Gurdwaras and Mosques
in different cities of MP which are of
historical relevance and have their own
charm and religious beliefs, adding the

belief of “MP gazab hai.”

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Wildlife Sanctuary

f we search for the must visit place in

India, then Indore holds its position
on apogee. It is a must visit weekend
gate way from Bhopal, not just to visit
its historical places but because of its
natural significance. Even though Indore
is famous for its royal places and other
ancient buildings, it is still a weekend
destination for the nature lovers and
photographers to frame the beauty of its
lakes and natural surroundings, spread
in the form of forests, green vegetation
and rich wildlife. Wildlife traditionally
means undomesticated animals species
but now a day wildlife includes all the
plants, fungi and organisms that grow
or live in a wild place.

Ralamandal wildlife sanctuary is
located in the heart of Madhya
Pradesh, Indore. Established in 1981 to
conserve the natural beauty arena, this
sanctuary is a home of 100 species of
plants and animals which comprise of
several endangered and rare species.
It is one of the oldest sanctuaries
in Madhya Pradesh built by Holker
estate. Ralamandal wildlife sanctuary
is situated 20 km from Indore city with
a spread over 5 square kilometers and
acts as a green lung to Indore. A total
of 76 species of beautiful birds have
been recorded in Ralamandal wildlife
sanctuary. These species comes from 39
different families. From these species,
it is found that 64 species are resident
and 12 species can be seen in winter
only as they are winter visitors. Under
endangered category, Egyptian vulture
places themselves strongly while
alexandrine parakeet can be found
to be in near threatened category in
Ralamandal.

The forest system is well balanced

as Passeriformes can be found to be
a dominant species while 9 species
of Raptors were recorded at the
sanctuary. Apart from these bird
species, and patched with grasslands
covered with rich forests, it is home
to animals such as leopard, blue bull,
barking deer, sambar and Jarak. Teak,
eucalyptus, Sajan and bamboo are the
main trees found here in Ralamandal.
A hunting hut is found and believed to
be built by the holder's state in the year
1905 which has now been transformed
into an the information centre. One
of the main attractions in this wildlife
sanctuary is the chitals. Chital also
known as spotted Deer or axis deer are
the main attraction in this forest family
of Ralamandal. Chital lives in grasslands
and forest in this sanctuary and stands
90 to 95 inches at the shoulder. Its
spotted coat is reddish brown from the
upper and white in the below. The male
chital has branches usually three-tined
antlers up to 100 cm long. The perfect
timing to visit the sanctuary is during
winter because it is during winter that
the weather becomes, pleasant and

the natural view will increase the heart
beat as if we are in heaven.

Indore is filled with rich historic culture
but in no ways Indore is less established
on its own conservation of flora and
fauna. Tourists get the opportunity to
see the country's wildlife in its national
parks and Ralamandal in Indore is a live
example of the diversity of its wild life
and much of its fauna. 2 222

Friends, we all get mesmarised by the speed and swiftnees in the moves of those giant
basketball heroes of US Team. Very sure, they come and conquer the ground as basketball
emperors!! While we daydream about this game, one of our colleagues is bitten by this
basketball bug. He is Mr. VINOD KUMAR MATHUR, Senior Manager from R.O., Jabalpur. This
science graduate with MBA qualification, joined our Bank in 2006 as a Probationary Officer.
His latent talent of this game was discovered by his school coach at the age of 13 years and
then on steadily nurturing his skills, he not only participated in the tourneys at inter-school,
college, university, district, zonal, state level and finally national championship (both junior
& senior) but also felt his presence there by earning accolades for himself and his team. He
was adjudged the Best Player at the age of 13 only and also represented his state MP in 1992-
93. He also bagged titles 'Best Scorer', 'Captain of MP Basketball Team'. His ardent love for
the game doesn't keep him away from the basketball arena and now he has just changed his
role from a player to coach, imparting the knowledge to his disciples. Currently, he is the
state referee and aspires to become a one of international repute. He also desires to pursue
'Sports Management Course' in near future. He strongly believes in 'Discipline is very import
to achieve success' and humbly claims' Support and motivation made me a good player'. He is
determined to achieve his goals. He dedicates all his success to his family, coach and school-his
all time inspirations. Here, in this short dialogue with Mrs. Supriya Nadkarni, this passionate
basketball player reveals his journey in basketball arena from an amateur to established player

o Brief us about this game its origin
and spread over the world, particularly
with reference to India.

Basketball is a team sport - two teams
of five active players each trying to
score points against one another by
throwing a ball through a 10 feet high
hoop (the ‘basket’) under organised
rules. It is played both indoors and
outdoors. It involves a lot of shooting,
dribbling, passing, rebounding, defence
and much more. It teaches you about
being a good team player and can be a
great social sport. It builds endurance,
improves balance and coordination,
develops concentration and self-
discipline and builds up muscle. Above
all, it is a great way to stay fit.

The game of basketball, as it is known
today, was created by Dr. James
Naismith, an instructor in the YMCA
Training College (now Springfield
College) at Springfield, Massachusetts
in December 1891, to condition young
athletes during cold months. It consisted
of peach baskets and a soccer style ball.
The early games were rough and crude
and hence in 1892 he published 13
rules for the new game. The American

National Basketball Association
(NBA), established in 1946, grew to a
multibillion-dollar enterprise by the end
of the century, and basketball became
an integral part of American culture.
Then U.S. soldiers brought basketball to
Europe during World War 1, and it soon
became a worldwide sport. The highest
international Governing body is FIBA
(Federation of international Basketball
association).

In India, the game of basketball
started its journey in 1930 when it
was played for the first time. The first
Indian National Championsip for men
was conducted in 1934 in New Delhi.
The Basketball Federation of India
(BFI) controls the game in India. India
joined FIBA in 1936 and is currently
ranked 62nd. Indian Basketball team
participated in Asian games 25 times,
While in 1980, India made its debut in
this event at the Olympics, it bagged 3
gold and 1 silver medal in South Asian
Games.

e How did your Basketball regime
begin?

My father was an ex-serviceman.

During his service period, we lived at
various places and one amongst it was
Jabalpur in M.P. There | got admission
in St. Gabriel’s Higher Secondary School
in 9th class. | used to visit school every
evening just to see various sports played
over there. One day keenly observing
my passion towards basketball, school’s
basketball coach Shri Kuldeep Singh
Brar ('Vishwamitra awardee and an
international coach) enquired about my
height and date of birth and invited me
to play basketball. That was the golden
day of my life!

e Who is your 'guru'? What role does a
coach play in developing one's game?
What difference had you felt while
training under international coach?

Mr. Kuldeep Singh Brar, the International
Coach, Vishwamitra Awardee (the
highest coach award of Madhya
Pradesh Govt) is my 'Guru'. He is the
first coach in India who bagged the gold
medal in International basketball event
i.e. Children of Asia Games. Coach is
very important in developing the skills,
technique, discipline, moral boosting.
| am lucky to be trained always under
international coach. Major difference



is that international coach will teach
you the required international standard
of games and this will take you to the
highest level.

¢ Tell us your daily regime.

My daily regime in the morning of about
2-3 hrs includes running, conditioning,
gym and stretching while stretching and
playing basketball for about 2 hrs in the
evening regularly.

¢ Basketball demands the best reflexes
and physical fitness of a player. Your
opinion?

Yes, thisgame demands the best reflexes
and fitness. It can be achieved through
discipline, promptand rigorous practice,
strong fundamentals of sports, learning
specific responsibility & your role in the
game, staying healthy, obeying your
coach's instructions. Never be a blamer
but remain supportive and sporting.
Your diet along with yoga, exercises,
meditation, discipline and dedication
mould you into a good player.

e How does vyour friends/family
members/colleagues help you in your
basketball endeavours?

Without family's support, it was not
possible for me to play. | think games
require a lot of motivation and support.
My family always supported me by
sufficing my financial needs in sports
and also inculcated in me the habit to
strike a balance between sports and
study as well as timely treatment of
injuries.

e Have you participated at the
international level?

Yes, | had an opportunity to play in
the international game organised by
Punjab Basketball Federation in 2001
at Kotpaura, though it was an invitation
tournament, not an official tournament.

e At the international level, mainly
American players dominate. Why?

Sports are important part of American

cultureandis associated with education.
All the high schools and universities
organize sports or we can say that
these schools and colleges are sports
professional factories that continuously
produce players of international repute.
And another thing is that the market of
professional sports in USA is approx.
$70 billion and all major sports teams
are operated by franchisees. One can
choose sports as a good career in USA
therefore they are dominating.

¢ In your opinion where do our players
lag behind - in skill/ stamina/ technique/
training?

The better remedy
for improvement includes teaching of
fundamentals at the age of 8-10 years
at school level itself, imparting training
under international standard coaches.
Money has to be pumped in the game
and various basketball league matches
should be organised on the basis of IPL.

e During a tourney, how is the
environment-does it help in raising the
standard of the game?

Environment here is always sporting,
healthy. Though during the match
there is rivalry, but after the match,
both teams mix up. Definitely there
is sharing of tips in the interest of the
game.

¢ Is this game accident prone?

Yes, injuries are part and parcel of the
game and ankle injury, knee problems,
tendo achilles, etc are common. Be
aware that basketball is a fast-action
game with lots of running, jumping,
pivoting and twisting, so injuries and
accidents can happen easily. Basketball
puts a lot of stress on the legs, especially
the knees and ankles, and puts pressure
on tight shoulders. Always warm up and

stretch your joints and muscles before
you hit the court. Make it a point to
stretch and cool down after a game as
well. It is important to have plenty of
fluids on hand so that you can rehydrate
your body at regular intervals.

e Are you basically an aggressive or
a defensive player? What are your
favourite shots?

| am a aggressive player. | used to take
pivot and jump shots & rebounds too.

¢ Your idols in the field?

The stalwarts - Mr. Dannis Rodman, the
American professional basketball player

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he financial sector has been one of

the key drivers in india’s efforts to
achieve success in rapidly developing its
economy. While the banking industry
in india is progressively complying with
the international prudential norms and
accounting practices, there are certain
areas in which the banking and financial
sector do not have a level playing field
as compared to other participants in the
financial markets in the world.

In today’s banking scenario the high share
of npas in the credit portfolio of public
sector banks has become a matter of grave
concern. Because npas do not yield any
return and on the contrary, they resultin the
bank incurring costs and huge provisions
eating into the bank’s earnings/ profits.
“Due to non —recovery of dues the banks
also run out of the financial resources to
further carry on the financial activity and to
meet the need and requirements of its other
depositors and clients”. Our bank’s primary
emphasis is on maximization of recovery by
adopting various legal measures.

In today’s scenario banks are equipped with
number of weapons to initiate immediate
action against stressed assets.

Debts recovery tribunal

With a view to give impetus to the industrial
development of the country, the central and
state governments encouraged the banks
and other fis to formulate liberal policies
for grant of loans and other financial
facilities to those who wanted to set up new
industrial units or expand the existing units.
Many hundred thousand took advantage of
easy financing by the banks and other fis
but a large number of them did not repay
the amount of loan, etc. Not only this, they
instituted frivolous cases and succeeded in
persuading the civil courts to pass orders of
injunction against the steps taken by banks
and financial institutions to recovery their
dues. Due to lack of adequate infrastructure
and non- availability of manpower, the
regular courts could not accomplish the
task of expeditiously adjudicating the
cases instituted by banks and other fis for
recovery of their dues. As a result, several
hundred crores of public money got blocked
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in unproductive ventures. .1 In order to
redeem the situation, the government of
india established debts recovery tribunals
and debts recovery appellate tribunals
under the aegis of the recovery of debts due
to banks and financial institutions act, 1993
in accordance with the recommendations
of the narsimhan committee and tiwari
committee.

The term “debt” has been described in
the recovery of debts due to banks and
financial institutions act, 1993 as “any
liability (inclusive of interest) which is
claimed as due from any person by a bank
or financial institution or by a consortium
of banks or financial institutions during the
course of any business activity undertaken
by the bank or financial institution or the
consortium under any law for the time
beingin force, in cash or otherwise, whether
secured or unsecured, or assigned, or
whether payable under a decree or order
of any civil court or any arbitration award
or otherwise or under a mortgage and
subsisting on, and legally recoverable on,
the date of the application.”

Procedures to be followed under the act are
simple and easy to execute. To start with,
the concerned bank or fi files an application
to the tribunal within the appropriate
jurisdiction . The application should be
accompanied by necessary evidentiary
documents and by the prescribed
applicationfee. Onreceiptoftheapplication,
the tribunal shall issue summons requiring
the defendant/s to show cause within 30
days of the service of the summons. The
tribunal has a special power to pass interim
orders either by way of injunction or stay,
debarring the defendant from the sale or
transfer or disposal of assets. The tribunal
after giving the applicant an opportunity
of being heard, passes such orders on
the basis of the merits of the case as it
deems fit and issues a recovery certificate
which is passed on to the recovery officer
for recovery of the debt due as specified
therein. The recovery officer shall send a
notice in writing requiring the defendant/s
or his/their related parties to pay the
amount within the specified period. If
the defendant fails to make the payment,

the recovery officer shall then seize the
property and arrange for sale. He can even
arrest the defendant if the circumstances
so warrant. The recovery officer also has
the power to direct the debtor to declare
on affidavit the particulars of his assets.
Any party aggrieved with the order of the
debt recovery tribunal may make an appeal
within 45 days from the date of the order
to the appellate tribunal which will then
pass an order, confirming, modifying or
canceling the order, appealed against.
There is a requirement of deposit of 75%
of the debt as specified in the recovery
certificate prior to admission of the appeal.
However, this provision can be waived or
reduced at the discretion of the appellate
tribunal.

It is pertinent to note that section 1(4) of
the rddbfi act, 1993 provide that this act
shall not be applicable in cases where the
debtrecoverableis less thanrs. 10.00 Lakhs.
In such cases where the recoverable debt
is less than rs. 10.00 Lakhs such matters
are referred to civil courts of appropriate
jurisdiction.

Jurisdiction of civil courts barred

Section 18 of the rddbfi act, 1993 mentions
that “no court or other authority shall have,
or be entitled to exercise, any jurisdiction,
powers or authority (except the supreme
court and a high court exercising
jurisdiction under articles 226 and 227 of
the constitution) in relation to the matters
specified in section 17. “

Therefore, all matters where debt
recoverable is less than rs. 10.00 Lakhs shall
be referred to the civil courts of appropriate
jurisdiction. Jurisdiction of the courts shall
be decided in accordance with the subject
matter being situated, the defendants
or any one of the defendant voluntarily
residing at the time of commencement of
suit or carrying on business or personally
working for gain or the place of the cause
of action arising.

Sarfaesi act, 2002

The narasimhan committee i and ii and the
andhyarujina committee constituted by



the central government for the purpose
of examining banking sector reforms had
suggested the need for changes in the
legal system in view of the slow pace of
recovery of defaulting loans and mounting
levels of non performing assets of the
banks and fis. These committees, inter alia,
suggested enactment of a new legislation
for securitization and empowering banks
and fis to take possession of the securities
and to sell them without the intervention
of the court. Acting on these suggestions,
the securitization and reconstruction of
financial assets and enforcement of security
interest ordinance, 2002 was promulgated
on 21st june 2002 to regulate securitization
and reconstruction of financial assets and
enforcement of security interest and for
matters connected therewith or incidental
thereto. The provisions of the ordinance
enabled banks and fis to realize long term
assets, manage problem of liquidity, asset
liability mismatches and improve recovery
by exercising powers to take possession
of securities, sell them and reduce non
performing assets by adopting measures
for recovery or reconstruction. The act
came into force on 17th december, 2002.

The preamble of the securitisation and
reconstruction of financial assets and
enforcement of security interest act,
2002 describes it as “an act to regulate
securitization and reconstruction of
financial assets and enforcement of
security interest and for matters connected
therewith or incidental thereto.” The act
encompasses three processes for the banks
and fis to recover non-performing assets
which are as follows:

(1) securitisation

Securitisation of assets involves a lending
institution termed as 'originator', whose
loans and receivables will be converted into
securities and a trust or special purpose
vehicles (spv), through which the former
will liquidate its assets. The originator
picks up a pool of assets which are similar
in nature from the balance sheet and
passes them on to the spv through a pass
through transaction. It is then converted
into marketable securities for investment.
The resultant cash flow will enable the
originator to create further assets and
periodical cash flows from the underlying
collaterals by the way of repayment of
loans and interest payments will enable the
spv pay off its obligations of principal and
interest to its debtors.

(1) asset reconstruction

The sarfaesi act has given birth to the
asset reconstruction companies in india.
These companies, as the name suggests,
reconstruct the assets either by proper
management of the business of the
borrower, or by taking over the business of
the borrower or by selling a part or whole of

the business or by rescheduling of payment
of debts payable by the borrower.

(1i) enforcement of securities

Thesarfaesiacthaslaiddownaprocedurefor
enforcement of securities, either movable
or immovable, charged to the bank. Section
13 of the sarfaesi act, 2002 along with
the security interest (enforcement) rules,
2002 lays down the procedure for issuing
notices to the borrowers, taking possession
of the assets and disposing off the same
for recovering the bank’s dues without the
intervention of the court. However, section
17 of the act also gives a scope to all parties
aggrieved with the action of the bank under
section 13(4) of the act to approach and file
a securitization appeal before the debts
recovery tribunal within 45 days of such
measures being taken by the bank.

The constitutional validity of the sarfaesi act
has been challenged more than once before
the high courts and the supreme court.
However, the supreme court in mardia
chemicals Itd. & Ors v/s union of india,
(2004) 4 scc 311upheld the constitutional
validity of the said act and elaborated the
provisions of the enactment in detail which
cleared ambiguities arising out of the act.

Further, the hon’ble supreme court, in m/s.
Transcore v/s union of india & anr. [Appeal
(civil) 3228 of 2006] dealt with a question
as to whether withdrawal of the original
application filed by the bank under section
19 of the rddbfi act, 1993 is a pre-condition
to the bank initiating its action under the
sarfaesi act and observed that the rddbf act
and the sarfaesi act are not in dispute with
each other and action under both the acts
can be taken simultaneously.

Lok adalat/ loknyayalaya

The constitution of india inserted through
the 42nd amendment in 1976 requires the
state to secure that the operation of the
legal system promotes justice, on a basis of
equal opportunity, and shall, in particular,
provide free legal aid, by suitable legislation
or schemes or in any other way, to ensure
that opportunities for securing justice
are not denied to any citizen by reason of
economic or other disabilities. The entire
mechanism of lok adalats designed and
evolved with the object of promoting
justice. They not only give an opportunity
to the parties to resolve disputes but such
resolution is at the lowest possible cost,
achieved amicably with consent of parties
concerned.

Lok adalat is one of the alternative dispute
resolution mechanisms in india introduced
in the year 1982 which has, subsequently,
been given legal authoritativeness and
sanctity by the legal services authorities
act, 1987. The lok adalat is a forum where
pre litigation as well as post litigation cases
are settled amicably before a committee

of three or more senior persons including
retired senior civil servants, defense
personnel and judicial officers. Lately, lok
adalat is being seen as a very progressive
and helpful mechanism wherein large
number of cases get settled thereby
reducing the burden on courts.

Upon a matter being referred to lok adalat,
notices are issued to summon borrowers
to negotiate with banks or financial
institutions for arriving at a compromise.
If the compromise is arrived at, the parties
to the litigation sign a statement in p2nce
of lokadalats which is expected to be filed
in the court to obtain a consent decree
(binding on both parties) and which can
be executed like any other decree of a civil
court. Nowadays, debts recovery tribunals
also organize lokadalats in order to explore
mediating between the litigating parties so
as to help settle the bank’s dues.

National company law tribunal (nclt)

Nclt is a quasi-judicial body which was
established under the companies act
2013 and constituted on 1st june 2016 by
the government of india on the basis of
the recommendations of the justice eradi
committee on law relating to insolvency
and winding up of companies.

The most significant development relevant
to today’s banking scenario is the power
conferred upon the nclt to adjudicate
matters under the insolvency and
bankruptcy code, 2016. The nclt has been
recognized as an adjudicating authority for
corporate debtors by the said code. Played
a very pivotal role in insolvency .

Therefore, contrary to general perception,
there are diverse options for today’s bankers
to initiate action against defaulters before a
legal forum in order to ensure recovery. In
the yesteryears remedial measures by filing
suits against defaulters was considered to
be a very cumbersome process yielding no
result. However, the situation has improved
since the introduction of various alternate
mechanisms and legal forum specifically
for the purpose of debt recovery. Litigation
management is a crucial part of recovery
of stressed assets and if done meticulously
shall contribute towards reduction of npasin
banks. It should be the constant endeavour
of every banker in the current situation of
crisis to take every possible action against
defaulters under the aegis of law which
shall help create pressure on the defaulters
and also be a deterrent for defaulters in the
future.

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What's New

U nder the current scenario of
increased levels of Non-Performing
Assets(NPA), Bank’s profitability has got
affected. Quick recovery of NPAs is only
effective alternative available to regain
the Banks position. It will help the Bank
in recycling of the funds as well as
release of the provisions to improve the
bottom line of profitability.

To deal with NPA accounts upto Rs.1.00
Crores, we have various structured
schemes such as Flagship scheme- SSS
2018 revised/ modified every vyear,
recently introduced NSS 2018 and
LVSSS 2018 for small accounts. All these
schemes provide exemplary power to
Branch heads, irrespective of scale,
to deal with loans outstanding upto
Rs.1.00 Crore. While various structured
schemes are in place, ‘Compromise
Settlement’ is the only alternate non-
legal measure available to tackle
loans which won't fit into the Special
Settlement Schemes. Therefore, it is
the need of the hour; Branches to make
use of OTS to reduce the NPA burden.

To support Bank recovery; It is an
initiative taken by staff college,
Bengaluru to help the field, to assist
the field, particularly ‘Branch Head’
or officers in the Branch,to quicken
flawless calculation of compromise
settlement amount and recommend it
with proper justification for approval.

By giving certain inputs manually, the
negotiator gives the amount of dues
as per Module, and the amount as
per NPV (wherever applicable) and
can give a comparative picture in
different scenarios of settlement. Thus
the OTS negotiator gives a complete
picture of the proposal, highlighting
the ultimate benefit for the bank with
different amounts of settlement which
will convince the field functionaries in
scouting good number of proposals
with better offer.

BENEFIT OF OTS NEGOTIATOR:

¢ Handy at the field : It is particularly
meant for use of Branch Head/ officer
